(4) Thy throne, O God, forever and ever shall endure; The sceptre of Thy kingdom upon the earth is sure. 'Tis with the

oil of gladness God has anointed Thee above all Thy companions how worthy there to be!
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(5) Of aloes, myrrh, and cassia do all Thy garments smell: Thy death and resurrection do all Thy deeds forthtell. Out of

Thy tabernacles shall praises make Thee glad, and praises upon praises Thy joyful saints shall add.
